<0bjectives>

This class is aimed at students who can read and write hiragana. You will study katakana and
basic 120-160 kanji, which are necessary for your daily life. The goal is to understand the Japanese
writing system and to be able to exchange information using vocabulary and sentences that contain

katakana and basic kanji.

<Outline>

Classes are over Zoom from the 1st to the 3rd week, and then on-demand video lessons from the
4th. Alternatively, you can take all the lessons on demand. However, the exams must be taken over
Zoom.,
You will study katakana at the beginning of class every week. For kanji, "KANJI LOOK AND
LEARN" is used as a textbook, and you will study according to the textbook. You will learn the shape,
reading, writing, meaning of kanji, and vocabulary. Visit eALPS (Shinshu University's learning

management system) every week to take a quiz.

<Class Plans>

(1) Week 1: Japanese writing system and hiragana

(2) Week 2: Katakana introduction

(3) Week 3: The origin and the stroke order of kanji

(4) From the 4th lap, you will learn basic kanji every week, roughly according to the textbook. You
will also study some katakana and kanji that you found in your life.

(5) Mid-term and final exams will be held.

<Evaluation>
Evaluation is based on examinations, achievement (i.e. task and quiz performances) and
participation (i.e. commitment to the tasks). Examinations: 60%, achievement: 20% and

participation: 20%.
